Camera settings:

Photos should be 2000dpi minimum to 6000dpi, or 2MP - 6MP or higher. Set camera to the highest definition possible, and NOT at 2MP if at all possible. Camera should be shooting in a 4:3 format for a picture which equates to an 11" across and 8.5" down.

Resolution = 200+
Set Picture as Background

Set Layer 1 as Banner

Set Layer 2 as Bottom Text

Font Number and Style

Font=#057777

Font Style=Brush Script Std - Medium

Banner Size = 65pt

Bottom Text Size = 36-40pt

Banner Placement = To Center logo go to Edit, Free Form. Change the X Y settings to Inches by right clicking on XY. Set X setting to 5.5 Inches, and Y setting to 4.3 Inches. When satisfied, click on Check Mark in gray border above the picture to save it. You can select Shading and Outer Glow to make the logo stand out better.

Bottom Text Placement = To Center logo go to Edit, Free Form. Change the X Y settings to Inches by right clicking on XY. Set X setting to 5.5 Inches, and Y setting to 4.3 Inches. When satisfied, click on Check Mark in gray border above the picture to save it.
Setting them to these settings should get the Banner away from the hole punch and the bottom text up away from the spiral binding hole punches.
When loading a picture, first go to the Crop tool and crop the picture to 11"x8.5" and let it set the Resolution to at least 200-300px.
Copy the Banner and Credit text from a previous .psd file using the X&Y settings in Inches above.
When satisfied with the results, save the picture to a .psd file, a .png (if desired) and as a .jpg.

DO NOT FLATTEN THE .PSD FILE UNTIL YOU ARE CERTAIN THAT YOU DO NOT WANT TO MAKE ANYMORE CHANGES TO IT. IF YOU DO, YOU CANNOT MAKE CHANGES TO IT. IF YOU DO NEED TO MAKE CHANGES TRY CTRL ALT Z TO DO SO. 
To copy the transparent Squarebirds Banner .gif file onto each calendar page do the following… 

Bring up the Tbird picture you want to work with and the transparent SquarebirdsBanner.gif file in Photoshop. Put the banner graphic below the picture. Left click on the banner graphic border and do a Crtl A which should put dashes around the graphic. Push Ctrl C (for Copy). Go up to the picture and do a Ctrl V (for Paste). You should see a small image of the banner in the center of the picture. Move it up to the general area you want it to be in. When you did the Copy/Paste, you should see a new Label created in the Menu on the right side. You should be seeing a Background label for the picture and a new Label 1 for the banner logo. 
You can expand the banner left and up and increase the width. Consider using these settings by going to Free Transform and set the X, Y, Width & Height settings to these numbers. Right Click on the X &Y and select Inches. Change X=5.5 Inches Y=4.3 Inches.
DO flatten your .png file IF you use the .PNG file, before uploading it to Create Photo Calendar. It will make the file size smaller

I took that picture of the 59 today at 12M, which is the same setting as I used for all the photos of the yellow 62.

I usually have it set to 16M, which lists 5312X2988 (16:9)

12M, lists 3984X2988 (4:3)

8M, lists 3264X2488 (4:3)

Photoshop Image Settings:

Width - 2200pixels

Height - 1700pixels

Document - Width - 11" - Height - 8.5"

Resolution Setting - 200
In Photoshop image settings should be no higher than 200dpi due to excessive file size for Creative Photo Calendar. They prefer 200dpi. 250dpi settings create .png files that are flattened, at 10+mb. 300dpi settings create .png files that are flattened, at 18+mb. Both are way over the 5-6MB limits of Create Photo Calendar. They prefer .png file formats rather than .jpg.
